"Many great singers have started as amateurs in choirs and choral societies, which showed them they had a gift for singing even though they may have had little formal musical education.” So the Dyfed Choir's Choral Scholarships are open to all between 16 and 25.

In the past year the Choir did a superb performance of Brahms' German Requiem, a concert of music spanning 800 years of composition in St Marys, Tenby, 'Voices and Brass' in St Davids with the wonderful Bluestone Brass ensemble accompanying the Choir in John Rutter's Gloria, Bob Chilcott's Jubilate, and Parry's I was Glad. Outside Wales the Choir has sung at St John's Smith Square in London, the Smetana Hall in Prague, Carlow Cathedral in Ireland and York Minster among other venues.
